3.700
PURPOSE
It is the purpose of this policy to inform International Police Liaison Officers (IPLOs) of the housing standard in regards to their gender, which is set in place to ensure an appropriate living environment, while in theater.
3.701
APPLICABILIITY
To all CPATT IPLOs in every region, regardless of the location (facility, FOB, etc) or under whose operational control the site falls within.
3.702
POLICY
A.
All male and female IPLOs will be provided separated housing quarters, regardless of the length of their stay at any site.

B.
It is the responsibility of the Regional Commander to ensure that every IPLO is provided with separated housing in regards to the IPLOs gender, at every FOB within their region, with no exceptions. 
3.703
IMPLEMENTATION
A.
This policy is effective immediately
B.
Policy violations may result in severe disciplinary action to include termination.

3.704
EXCEPTIONS
The only exception to this policy will be in an emergency situation (i.e. the site is under attack) and then only for the duration of the emergency situation.
